We can complaiiecommon sprinkling to the
individual “sprinkling” we do when we bless oursedwvith holy water as we enter
church, which is also a reminder and “mini-renewalbur Baptism. Thé&lory to
God,or Gloria in Latin, is the other element that can be usedeabeginning of

Mass. This ancient hymn begins with the words tigets sang when they announced
the birth of Christ to the shepherds in Luke’s Gadsji continues with other verses
added very early in the life of the Church. Ithe first great prayer of praise and
thanks to God in the Mass, the Eucharistic celeratvhich is itself a great prayer

of praise and thanks to God. TGéoria is not used during the seasons of Lent or
Advent, in keeping with the more penitential chéeaof these seasons when we
“postpone” our most joyful singing in anticipatiohthe great celebrations of Easter
and Christmas.
